Believe it or not, 

that is exactly the way that Dawn and I feel after three months 

of serving with you here in Marysville.  Only, if this is really just 

a dream I DON’T want to be awakened from it. 

It has been seven years since our son died. On that day I just 

knew life would never ever be the same again.  And I was right.  

It is better!  So much better. Please allow me to explain. When 

Jesus walked this earth as the Son of Man, He offered the 

sweetest message of hope that anyone could share.  Known as 

the “Sermon on the Mount,” Jesus says: 

òBlessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted. 

Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown mercy. 

Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God.ó  

    (Matthew 5:4,5, and 8) 

He was speaking to a people who had little hope. People who 

have endured generations of oppression, cruel treatment, and a 

sense of worthlessness and no hope.  Many of those people felt 

as though they just “didn’t belong” and, outside of their 

personal family circle, were a people who felt little love from 

others. It’s one thing to feel as though you have little faith left 

or that you have nothing for which to hope, but to feel “un-

loved” is the most horrible feeling known to humankind.  

Perhaps that is what motivated the Apostle Paul to conclude 

what we know as the thirteenth chapter of his first letter to 

the Corinthians with these words, “And now faith, hope, and 

love abide, these three…but the greatest of these is love.”

Yes, I miss my son more and more each and every day.  But I also feel more 

and more comforted each and every day for I know that my son believed in his 

Savior and is now at eternal peace with Him and every other believer.  I was 

blessed to officiate at the marriage of our daughter to a man who I know will 

care for her even more than for himself.  I was blessed to baptize our 

granddaughter and now share in her life.   And I am blessed to have been 

appointed to serve our God here in Marysville alongside of each one of you. 

You have not only shared your patience, time, and hospitality with my family 

and me, but you have also shared your love! In all of this I have once again seen 

the face of God and so desire to share that vision with who desire to “catch 

it!” And for that I don’t need to be pinched for I know that this is not a dream. 

If you are mourning, cry out. If you are frustrated, share 

your frustration. If you are hurting, share your hurt. And, if 

you are hopeless, take heart. For in due time everything 

will once again be made right and not only will you recover, 

but you will be empowered to reach out and share your 

faith in God, your hope for the future, and your love for all.  

You too will experience the hope and joy of this life and 

will see the face of God in everyone whom you meet. 

May the Lord bless you as we continue on the journey, together.
